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Facts & Figures

A record number of 10,776 products and projects were registered for the iF DESIGN

AWARD 2022. In the first jury round, the iF Preselection, 5,426 submissions from 2,687

participants and from 49 nations were selected for the iF Final Jury. For three days, all

submissions were evaluated, discussed and scored in the Wilhelm Hallen in Berlin by 75

renowned international design experts using the iF Digital Jury Tool©. The minimum score

to receive an iF DESIGN AWARD was 270. For the first time, the jurors evaluated the

highest possible score of 500 points to four top contributions. The disciplines with the

highest quality of submissions were Architecture and Service Design. In the discipline

Professional Concept, the competition was exceptionally tough, so the lowest proportion

of awards was given here. Less than 1% of all submissions received the coveted the iF

DESIGN AWARD Gold.
